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8-hour Ozone Area Designhations

e On October 1, 2015, U.S. EPA promulgated a rule to revise
and strengthen the 8-hour ozone standard to 0.070 parts
per million (ppm).

e U.S. EPA intended to promulgate final designations for all
areas of the country under the 2015 8-hour standard by no
later than October 1, 2017. Federal actions delayed the
federal review process, resulting in two rounds of
designations.

e On November 6, 2017, U.S. EPA designated 74 of Indiana’s
92 counties as “attainment/unclassifiable.”
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8-hour Ozone Area Designhations

On December 20, 2017, U.S. EPA issued proposed air quality
designations for all remaining areas of the state.
= |n this action, U.S. EPA intends to issue “nonattainment”
designations for Clark, Floyd, Lake, and Porter counties and
Lawrenceburg Township in Dearborn County and designate all
remaining areas of the state not previously designated, including
Elkhart and St. Joseph counties, as “attainment/unclassifiable.”

On February 16, 2018, Indiana informed U.S. EPA, through the

“120-day” notification/response process, that it disagrees with

the agency’s intended “nonattainment” designations for Lake and

Porter counties and Lawrenceburg Township in Dearborn County.
" |ndianais recommending that Lake and Porter counties be

designated as “attainment” and Lawrenceburg Township be
designated “unclassifiable” under the standard.

U.S. EPA plans to issue final designations in spring 2018.

* These funds can be used for eligible NOx emissions reducing
projects for no less than 3 years and no more than 10 years.

On October 4, 2017, Governor Holcomb named IDEM as the
Beneficiary to represent Indiana, and an 11-member Advisory
Committee to engage with the lead agency throughout the process.

IDEM’s Office of Air Quality published the web portal for the Indiana
Volkswagen Mitigation Trust Program, which includes:

= The opportunity to sign up for automated email updates
when changes or additions take place on the site.

= Clear information on eligible project types as specified
in the final Trust filed with the U.S. Court.

= Background information on the Volkswagen settlement,
consent decree, and the mitigation trust.

= A Beneficiary Mitigation Plan draft framework document to
serve as the starting point for final submittal.
