Our Region saw an investment of $23.9 million in federal funding for construction of 12 projects in 2018. 11 of those project incorporated walking or biking facilities, or were intended to reduced congestion on our transportation network – such as through roundabouts. 
Multi-Use Path or Sidewalk Improvements : $4.8 million
Complete Street Projects: $15.6 Million
Transportation Projects relieving congestions: $1.4 Million
